Suggested Books and Resources


The list of book titles that follows was compiled utilizing results from research conducted by Project Flight of Buffalo State College, over the last fifteen years, and from an informal survey conducted by the Department of Education and distributed by the New York State English Council and the New York Reading Association, as well as from the American Library Association.  The Kids Choice Awards, conducted by The Buffalo News, has also been included.  In sum, the suggested books are presented here have literary merit, are representative of various genres, and are being read by students in today’s classrooms.  Some are appropriate for all students: some for advanced readers.  Titles include multicultural books (asterisked *), folklore, fantasy, science fiction, fiction, nonfiction, poetry, and drama.  Certain magazine titles are included in recognition of the importance of using them to meet informational and recreational needs.  


Do note that this list includes the New York State English Language Arts teacher selections and are representative of the many distinguished, published lists of books that teachers rely on as they help students select reading material, such as the Coretta Scott King and Caldecott award winners.  This list is not meant to be all inclusive, but rather, it is intended as a significant resource guide to children and young adult’s literature.  Because technology has had a significant impact of the dissemination of information, a brief introduction to electronic resources is introduced at the end of this document.   Additional multicultural titles are available at the Cecilia Bard Multicultural Library for Peace website, and may be accessed on the E.H. Butler Library Homepage housed at Buffalo State College (http://www.buffalostate.edu/library.edu.  To access this type “bard” in the search box).

Project Flight is a not-for-profit organization, housed at Buffalo State College, with a mission devoted to promoting literacy in children, pre-kindergarten through high school, and their care-givers through school and family literacy initiatives.  It works collaboratively with families, practitioners, schools, community organizations, and businesses, locally, statewide, nationally, and internationally, to achieve its objectives.  

Its vision is to ensure that:  every child will have a book and be able to read it at grade level; these children will live in a literate environment with their family; and that literacy will be an entrée out of poverty.

This vision is achieved by maintaining the Project FLIGHT Book Bank that has provided over one million free books to children and families in schools, by training teachers and parents to encourage literacy-rich school and home environments, by initiating literacy programs that focus on the New York State Standards, “Closing the Gap” programs, President’s Bush’s Reading Excellence Act, and the Leave no Child Behind initiative, by collaborating with state, local educational partners, and community agencies to provide assessment and evaluation tools.
